
 
 
 

 DISCLOSURE ON NET STABLE FUNDING RATIO AS ON 30.09.2023 
 
Net Stable Funding Ratio (NSFR) guidelines ensure reduction in funding risk over a 

longer time horizon by requiring banks to fund their activities with sufficiently stable 

sources of funding in order to mitigate the risk of future funding stress. The NSFR is 

defined as the amount of Available Stable Funding relative to the amount of Required 

Stable Funding. 

 

 

Bank’s NSFR comes to 168.50% as at the end of the quarter Q2 (FY 2023-24) and is 

above the minimum regulatory requirement of 100%. The Available Stable Funding 

(ASF) as on 30.09.2023 stood at Rs. 122150.37 crores and amount for Required Stable 

Funding (RSF) as on 30.09.2023 was Rs 72492.14 crores.  

The Available Stable Funding (ASF) is primarily driven by the total regulatory Capital 

as per Basel III capital adequacy guidelines stipulated by RBI and the deposits from 

retail customers, small business customers and non-financial corporate customers. 

Under the Required Stable Funding (RSF).the primary drivers are unencumbered 

performing loans with residual maturities of one year or more.
